Very large oval leaves, perhaps 1-5 feet wide, 
accompany the large yellow envelope like 
bract that surrounds the narrow pokerlike 
spike of tiny flowers. The flowers are indis-
tinct, yellow green and ill smelling, hence the 
common name. Found in shady, swampy ar-

eas, or stream areas, this plant 
is uncommon in our area.
